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Code of Conduct for the Students 

• Students are expected to maintain the highest standards of discipline and dignified 

manner of behavior both inside and outside the college campus. They shall abide by the 

rules and regulations of the college and should act in a way that highlights the 

discipline and esteem of the college. 

• Every student of the college must carry his/her valid identity card issued by the college 

with their recent photograph affixed, bearing the signature of the Principal, well 

displayed while being present on the college premises. 

• All the students are expected to be present in the class well within time. Latecomers will 

not be entertained to enter the classroom. 

• Students shall rise from their seats when the teacher enters the classroom and remain 

standing till the teacher takes her/his seat or they are allowed by the teacher to sit. 

Silence shall be observed during class hours. 

• No student shall enter or leave the class room when the session is on without the 

permission of the teacher concerned. 

• Students must be punctual and regular in attending classes, tutorials, class tests 

examinations etc. 

• Indulging ragging, anti-institutional, anti-national, antisocial, communal, immoral or 

political expressions and activities within the Campus are strongly prohibited as well as 

punishable. Harassing juniors, misbehavior towards girl students, or any such form of 

ragging is objectionable and liable to be treated as criminal offence.  

• If any student/students is/are affected by the ragging in the college premises, 

he/she/they must inform the Principal/ Discipline & Ragging committee Convener 

immediately. 

• Students should carefully follow the Notices put up on the Notice Board (both online 

and offline). No excuse will be considered if notices on the board are ignored. 

• Silence shall be observed during class hours. Any deviant behavior such as playing 

cards, spitting tobacco products, hooting, whistling, loitering etc. will be treated as an 

instance of indiscipline. No student shall enter or leave the classroom when the session 

is on without the permission of the teacher concerned.
